The Second and 

Third Estate didn’t 

accept the idea of a 

new tax but the first 

Estates overruled 

them 

1787-1788 

The crisis got worse 

and there were riots 

in many towns- The 

King still needed 

more money. 

August 1788: 

Because of the riots, 

the King wanted to 

call in the Estates-

General (French 

Parliament). 

May 1789: 

The Estates-General 

met in the Palace of 

Versailles with more 

than 1,201 

representatives.  

 

14th July 1789: 

The people of Paris 

stormed the Bastille 

because they 

thought that 

weapons were stored 

there.
